· Each participant will be allowed to keep the fish they catch except for a couple of species as defined by the owner of the pond.  This information will be supplied to you by your guide or COA representative prior to the fishing derby.

· If you wish your fish will be cleaned and packaged for you to take home (bring a small ice chest if you are planning to take your fish home).
